WHEREAS, the 2018 theme is “Heart to Hands—What We Make Shapes Our World" celebrates the 

handmade by nurturing our ties to animals and plants, the landscapes around us, and each other; and  

WHEREAS, the Flagstaff Wool and Fiber Festival provides a positive benefit to the people of 

Flagstaff and surrounding communities by connecting them with their heritage and teaching them 

about sustainable living practices; and 

WHEREAS, the Flagstaff Wool and Fiber Festival attracts over 3,000 visitors annually on the grounds 

of the historic Pioneer Museum/Arizona Historical Society in a collaborative partnership; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Flagstaff Regional Plan encourages cultural tourism with the advancement of 

heritage sites and special event [Policy ED.6.2].
