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[bookmark: _Hlk36819166]2016 - 2020 Consolidated Plan & 2019 Annual Action Plan Substantial Amendments

Five days (April 5- April 9) are provided for public comments on each substantial amendment. Submit all questions and public comments to kristine.pavlik@flagstaffaz.gov.

Introduction: 
The City of Flagstaff receives Community Development Block Grant funds, which is a program provided through the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Office of Community Planning and Development. Due to its size and composition, the City of Flagstaff is classified as an ‘entitlement community’. This means that Flagstaff does not apply for the CDBG program but is awarded CDBG funds at a level based on a HUD formula involving population and demographics. To receive CDBG funds, every five years, the City must complete a Consolidated Plan, and a yearly Annual Action Plan based on the Consolidated Plan that details the uses of funds. Congress' primary objective for CDBG is to improve communities, principally for low and moderate-income persons by:
1. Providing Decent Housing,
1. Providing a Suitable Living Environment, and
1. Expanding Economic Opportunities.

The City of Flagstaff has determined it necessary to formally amend the following submitted HUD documents:
· Five-Year Consolidated Plan (2016-2020)
· Annual Action Plans (2019)

The below “substantial amendments” are necessary to comply with the “Availability of Waivers of Community Planning and Development (CPD) Grant Program and Consolidated Plan Requirements to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19 and Mitigate Economic Impacts Caused by COVID -19”.  Substantial amendments to the 2016-2020 Consolidated Plan and to the 2019 Annual Action Plan are available for public review and comment for 5 days from April 5 through April 9. Substantial amendments may be reviewed in the entirety below.  
Amendment 1 - Five-Year Consolidated Plan (2016-2020)
Amends the 2016-2020 Consolidated plan to provide additional flexibility to the City of Flagstaff to prevent the spread of COVID-19 and better assist low to moderate income individuals and families, including those experiencing homelessness, infected with the virus or economically impacted. Amendments include:
1.) This 30-day minimum for the required public comment period is waived for substantial amendments, provided that no fewer than 5 days are provided for public comments on each substantial amendment. The waiver is available through the end of the recipient’s 2020 program year. 
2.) HUD recognizes the efforts to contain COVID-19 require limiting public gatherings, such as those often used to obtain citizen participation, and that there is a need to respond quickly to the growing spread and effects of COVID-19. Therefore, HUD waives 24 CFR 91.105(c)(2) and (k), 24 CFR 91.115(c)(2) and (i) and 24 CFR 91.401 as specified below to allow these grantees to determine what constitutes reasonable notice and opportunity to comment given their circumstances.

Amendment 1 - Annual Action Plans (2019)
Amends the 2019 Annual Action Plan  to change the use of funds in the Public Service Category. The City of Flagstaff’s 2019 Annual Acton Plan will reallocate $59,597.45 of Flagstaff Shelter Services’ (FSS) employment navigation services to FSS’ public service activity that will address medically vulnerable and at-risk populations by expanding day services and shelter directly in response to COVID-19 clients experiencing homelessness.
